All students enrolled in kindergarten in Aiken County Public Schools will be assessed using the 
Kindergarten Readiness Assessment (KRA). This assessment includes ways for teachers to measure 
a child’s readiness for engaging with instruction aligned to the kindergarten standards. 

The Kindergarten Readiness Assessment is used to assess four areas of early learning: 
�x Social Foundations- including social and emotional development, and approaches toward learning
�x Mathematics
�x Language &
