We are looking forward to  reconstruction of our school which is 

set to begin in early 2020.  We currently serve grades 4K-5th grade and serve a population of 

about  580 students.   

Millbrook is consistently recognized as a Palmetto Gold and Silver Award winning school and 

has been named a Red Carpet School  (2010-2013) for our friendly atmosphere and outstanding 

customer service.   We were recently awarded the National ESEA Distinguished Schools Award 

for our work in closing the achievement gap between African Americans and Caucasian 

students.
