COVID-19 Safety Procedures 

 
Face coverings (masks) are OPTIONAL for staff, students, and parents in all school buildings. 
 
Communication 

 Weekly reminders via communication platforms such as Class Dojo, TEAMs, Remind, Website, 
Facebook to remind parents weekly about safety protocols, attendance, and maintaining current 
contact information. 

 
Visitors/Volunteers 

 Access to school buildings by visitors/volunteers will be limited to ACPSD staff, student interns and 

their supervisors, and substitute teachers.  

 School visitors will be by appointment ONLY and their building access will be limited to the front office 

area.  

Arrival and Dismissal Procedures 
Morning Arrival Procedures  

 Car Riders:  
o Parents and students should remain in their vehicles until instructed to get out of car.  
o Students should not be dropped off or exit their vehicle before 7:00 a.m. 
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o 4K students will wait in the cafeteria and be escorted to their classroom in groups of 10 or less 
students.  Social distancing protocols will be followed to every extent possible.  The 4K aide will 
be stationed at 4K’s assigned table. 

o 1st-2nd 
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o Students in 1st and 2nd grades will use individual restrooms outside of their classrooms 1 at a 
time.  Hand sanitizing/washing will occur after each restroom use.   

o Restrooms will be cleaned at frequently throughout the day.   
 
Books Checked-Out from the Media Center  

 It is not necessary to quarantine books. 

 Immediately before entering the Media Center students will wash their hands or use hand sanitizer. 

 Students may touch the books on the bookshelves. 

 Immediately after leaving the media center students will wash their hands or use had sanitizer. 

 Social distancing protocols should be maintained to the extent possible while in the Media Center. 

Health Instruction/Precautionary Actions 

 Students will receive instruction in healthy habits such as the importance of avoding touching one’s 
face, how to cover their cough/sneeze by using their elbow or tissue,  how to properly wash and 
sanitize their hands. 

 Teachers will teach students the TWO ARM RULE instead of our usual two hand rule.
